If you don’t get the homework you can seek for extra help during Enrichment, before or after school by appointment. . You need to demonstrate that you tried; otherwise I will not be accepting this excuse for not doing homework.

Be on time, and come prepared to class. Bring in your books, binder, notebook, pen, pencils, and materials required for class and Projects. You need to keep your binder and notebook organized with all the notes and hand outs. No iPods, no cell phones, no MP3 players, no headphones should be used during class.
