Course Description: 
We will have a brief review of material learned in Spanish II and will then continue our study of grammatical forms, vocabulary acquisition, reading (VT Standard 5.20) and listening skills, oral work with partners and groups (listening and speaking: VT Standard 5.19), and practice writing skills (VT Standard 5.21) through short compositions. 

In addition to developing good grammar skills and acquiring useful vocabulary, students will also raise their awareness of other peoples and cultures by studying Hispanics and their native lands (VT Standard 4.3).

Grammar Topics:

· Ser, estar, reflexive verbs in the present and preterite tense
· Preterit tense  - regular –ar, –er, -ir verbs

· Preterit tense - irregular verbs: saber, traer, querer, -u stems, -i stems, -j stems

· Imperfect tense -- regular –ar, –er, -ir verbs

· Preterit tense - irregular verbs: ser, ver, ir

· Direct and indirect Object pronouns
