As a future professional, you are getting the advantages of being bilingual. You can multiply your chances of success working abroad, exchange information with people in other countries and cultures and enhance your job opportunities in government, business, medicine, health care, technology, teaching, communications, industry, the military, law enforcement, social service and marketing. 

WHAT CAN STUDENTS EXPECT TO LEARN?

We will have a brief review of material learned in Spanish III and will then continue our study of grammatical forms, vocabulary acquisition, reading (VT Standard 5.20) and listening skills, oral work with partners and groups (listening and speaking: VT Standard 5.19), and practice writing skills (VT Standard 5.21) through short compositions. 


You will improve your conversational, writing, reading and listening skills  with more advanced grammar and more expanded vocabulary.
The focus will be on listening and speaking through modeling and repetition, longer writing activities or reading through magazines, newspapers and Hispanic literature. Writing activities range from grammar exercises to literary analysis. We will use audio and video programs, to help students become accustomed to a variety of voices as well as rates of speech.

The students will further reinforce conceptualized vocabulary, contextual presentation of grammar and an integrated approach to culture. You will continue working with web projects, hands-on Projects, and will perform tasks individually, in pairs or in small groups.

· Hacer, querer, venir

· Preterit tense - irregular verbs: saber, traer, querer, -u stems, -i stems, -j stems

· Commands – formal, informal, affirmative and negative, regular and irregular forms
· Imperfect tense -- regular –ar, –er, -ir verbs

· Future tense regular and irregular verbs
· Comparatives and superlatives, Pasive  voice “se”
· Conditional of regular and irregular verbs
· Present perfect, Irregular past participles

Vocabulary:
· Travel, restaurants, computers, more clothing

· Past times and hobbies, hotel,city

· Minor medical problems

· Kitchen, El canal de television
· Adjectives and demonstrative pronouns, Telling a story
